The Constitution
of India
Preamble

WE, THE PEOPLE OF INDIA, having solemnly resolved to constitute India into a
SOVEREIGN SOCIALIST SECULAR DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC AND TO SECURE TO ALL
ITS CITIZENS:

Justice, social, Economic and Political:

Liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith and worship:

Equality of Status and of opportunity: and to promote among them all

Fraternity assuring the dignity of the individual and the unity and integrity of the Nation:

In our constituent Assembly this twenty-sixth day of November, 1949 do hereby adopt, enact
and give to ourselves this Constitution.

Part IV A (Article 51A) Fundamental Duties
